Above figures are conservative averages based on a variable-plot cruise, with 7” top diameters on sawtimber for all species and 4” top diameters for pulpwod. Volumes are provided as a general guide for buyers and should not be considered as actual yields. 
Location: This tract is located off Armstrong Rd, one mile from the intersection with Old NC 52.  Best exit on Hwy 52 North is #136, Cook School Rd. The access entrance is marked with pink, orange, and lime flagging. 
Timber Description:  Mixed quality upland and slope hardwoods with areas of chipnsaw pine.  Large-diameter hardwood stems scattered across the stand.  Access is from an abandoned farm road which will require some tree removal. 
AREA A :Timber Sale Information
-Harvest Boundaries:  Clearcut area has been marked with pink flagging.  Deck site #1 is also marked with pink flagging.  Boundary trees are not to be cut. Selection cut (Area B) boundary is marked with orange flagging.  Roads are marked with lime flagging.
-Sale Process:  Timber will be sold on a sealed bid, lump-sum basis.  Bids will be accepted by phone or by mail until 9:00 am, May 26thth, 2010.  Bids can be presented in person at the place of sale the same day.  At 11:00am on May 26th, 2010 all bids in hand will be opened and the highest bidder will be awarded the sale provided their bid exceeds an undisclosed minimum set by the seller.  A 10% deposit is to be delivered to Wildland Forestry & Environmental, Inc. within 72 hours of bid acceptance.  Upon delivery of an executed timber deed the balance of the sale amount will become due.  Sale will be closed no later than 30 days after bid acceptance.
-Place of Sale:  Opening of bids will occur at the tract entrance, 644 Armstrong Rd, on Thursday, May 26th, 2010 at 11:00am.
Conditions of Sale for All Areas
1. Term:  The buyer shall have until September 31st, 2011 to cut and remove timber.

2. Site Integrity: Forest Practices Guidelines of NC shall be met at all times by BMP’s or other acceptable methods. Yarding and hauling of timber should only occur when soil is firm.  Wildland Forestry & Env. Inc. is granted the right to temporarily halt logging operations due to untenable conditions.

3. Harvestable Timber:  All trees greater than 2” dbh within the clearcut area should be felled except in the following cases: 1) trees within SMZ’s and 2) trees marked with blue or white paint are specifically excepted from sale.  Trees which must be cut for decks and road improvement are included in the sale.
4.  SMZ:  If necessary, crossing of the small SMZ, which is marked with blue paint, should be confined to one location.  Acceptable methods should be used to minimize impact to riparian zone.
5. Notification:  Wildland Forestry & Environmental, Inc must be notified 24 hours prior to initiation of logging operations.

6. Deck sites and Roads:  Location of decks, turnarounds, or hauling roads should be discussed and approved with the agent before use.  Access road should be left in good, passable condition upon cessation of harvesting activities.
7. Structures/Fences:  There is no consideration of value for any fences located within timber sale area or access roads.  However, other structures, including vineyard bracing, should not be damaged during operations.
8. Title:  The seller warrants their title to said timber and agrees to defend said title against any and all claims for taxes mortgages, or any other encumbrances at own expense.  Title to aforementioned timber includes by-products such as tops, slabs, and sawdust if buyer removes the same during term.

9.  Performance Bond:  The buyer may be requested to post a $500.00 performance bond with the agent at closing.  The bond shall be forgettable in part or in whole upon the basis of a final site inspection by the agent.  The amount of the bond is not intended to limit the maximum amount of damage incurred by the agent.
10.  Indemnity Clause:  The buyer shall indemnify and hold harmless the seller against all claims, demands, actions or cause, for the injury or death of any person(s), or damage to the property of third person(s), which may be due to any operations of the buyer or their contractors during fulfillment of a timber sale contract.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION for AREA “B”
Timber Description:  Slope hardwoods predominated by poplar, red maple, and oaks.  Selection cut boundary is marked with orange flagging.
Selection Criteria and Objectives:  Residual trees which are NOT to be cut have been marked with ORANGE timber paint.  Post-harvest stocking within the stand is planned to average a basal area of 80 -100 square feet per acre.  All other unmarked stems can be felled if residual timber will not be damaged.  Trees which cannot be felled or removed without damaging residual timber should not be cut.
Pricing:  Interested buyers/contractors should submit per unit bids (separate from lump-sum bids for Area A), for removal work in Area B based on the following products:
